Literacy
Children will develop and secure their letter formation and will continue to improve their skills of segmenting and blending for reading and writing. Children will begin to read CVC words independently and recognise ‘tricky words’ put, pull, full, as, and, has, his, her, go , no , to into, she, push, he, of, we, me, be.
We will look at fiction and non-fiction texts to support our learning of different celebrations.

Understanding of the World
People and Communities:

Maths	
Children will continue to develop their understanding of numbers up to 5. They will strengthen their ability to subitise (knowing how many objects there are without counting them.) Addition and subtraction, in its simplest form will be introduced as 1 more and 1 less. We will compare circles, triangles, square, rectangles and pentagons.
