Literacy
Children will develop and secure their letter formation and will continue to improve their skills of segmenting and blending for reading and writing. Children will write their own name and captions and labels. They will begin to write phonetically plausible words and 
re-read what they have written to check it makes sense.
Children will learn how to form capital and lower-case letters correctly and use capital letters and full stops.
They will begin to write simple sentences that can be read by themselves and others with some words spelt correctly.
Key texts this term include:
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Growing Story, Maisie, Charley and the Wobbly Tooth, The Boy Who Loved Words, Jack and the Beanstalk and Hello Spring.



Maths	
Children will continue to develop their understanding of numbers up to 10.  They will strengthen their ability to subitise (knowing how many objects there are without counting them.) Addition and subtraction, in its simplest form will be introduced as 1 more and 1 less. Additionally we will explore and compare length and height. We will talk about, order and sequence time. Finally, we will explore 3D shapes and patterns. 
Understanding of the World
· I will learn what seeds need to grow? – I will investigate and grow my own plants.
· I will plant sunflowers.
· I will learn how to use magnifying glasses -and I will discuss how things appear larger.
· Children to help build the planters and set them up with soil. Plant potatoes, beans, carrots etc. - Cress growing. Plant cress seeds in an egg carton/make potato head. 
· I will observe changes outdoors/signs of spring e.g. Buds, weather becoming warmer. 
· I will examine change over time, for example, growing plants or looking at photographs of children since birth – sequence photographs showing babies, children, adult and elderly, and change that may be reversed, for example melting ice.
· I will learn how people keep us safe and help us.
