At Burghclere, we have a clear behaviour policy with Golden Rules where building positive relationships and enabling
children to feel safe, regulated and valued is  recognised as essential if we are to have an environment where exemplary
behaviour is at the heart of productive learning. We understand that children, staff and parents/carers need to have a
clear understanding of behaviour expectations at Burghclere Primary School, and that these need to be shared and
understood by all.
The purpose of our Be Ready, Be Respectful, Be Safe curriculum is to:

1 Enable children to have a clear understanding of expectations and behaviours which ensure they are ready to learn,

respectful to others and safe, and the role and responsibility they have in meeting these.

1 Enable staff tor ecognise and positively reinforce behavioural expec tations

9 Teach appropriate behaviour through positive interventions

Know where to hang up your coat and put your bag .

Know that you should only go to the toilet at playtime or lunchtim e, if you are ill during lessons or desperate.
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Know that you need to get equipment out ready for the lesson and to look after it

Know how to put your hand up quietly to answer a question or participate in discussion.

Know that it is important to speak loudly and clearly in class when sharing answers so that everyone can hear.

Know that when you want help from an adult you raise your hand and wait qu ietly unless the teacher has indicated otherwise.
Know that verbal answers should usu ally be given in full sentences.
